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Will hold talks with Meiteis,
Kukis to bridge divide; Shah

NEW DELHI: Union home minis-
ter Amit Shah on Monday said
the government will talk to both
the groups, Meiteis and Kukis, to
bridge the ethnic divide in Mani-
puratthe carliest, while directing
the security forces to ensure “no
further incidents of violence take
place in the state”.

‘The home minister asked for
“strategic deployment of the cen-
tral forces to restore peace and
tranquillity in Manipur”, while
adding that forces will be
increased, if required.

Shah made the remarks while
chairing the first high-level
meeting on Manipur by the cen-
tral government after the
National Democratic Alliance
(NDA)-led by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi was re-elected to
power earlier this month.

Itwas attended by the Chief of
Army Staff (CoAS) General
Manoj Pande, Union home sec-
retary Ajay Bhalla, Intelligence
Bureau (IB) director Tapan Deka,
Army chief designate Lt General
Upendra Dwivedi, security
adviser to the government of
Manipur, Kuldiep Singh,
director general of Assam Rifles
Lt Gen P C Nair, chief secretary
of Manipur Vineet Joshi,
director general of police (DGP)
Rajiv Singh, and senior officials
of the army and state police.

Chief minister N Biren Singh
was, however, missing from the
crucial meeting.

In the two-hour meeting, Shah
“did a holistic review of the secu-
rity situation in Manipur and
directed to ensure that no further
incident of violence take place in
Manipur”, the ministry of home
affairs (MHA) said in a statement.

“The home minister stressed
upon strategic deploymentof the
central forces to restore peace
and tranquillity in Manipur. He
added that the forces will be
increased, if required. He further
directed that strict action must be

He directed the chief secretary
to ensure proper health and edu-
cation facilities for the displaced
people and their rehabilitation.

Since May 3 last year, Manipur
has witnessed clashes between
the two communities Kukis and
Meiteis, which have claimed at

least 225 lives to date and
uprooted around 50,000 people,
many of whom are still residing
in relief centres.

The northeastern state has
seen fresh violence in the last
couple of weeks with a school
building near Moreh set ablaze
and a missing person’s beheaded
body found.

Last week, armed militants
ambushed the convoy of Biren
Singh's advance security team in
Kangpokpi district, leaving a
civilian driver and a security offi-
cerinjured.

Around 600 people from Man-
ipur’s Jiribam area have taken
shelter in Assam’s Cachar dis-
trict following fresh violence
reported there.

One June 10, Rashtriya Sway-
amsevak Sangh (RSS) chief
Mohan Bhagwat said that Mani-
pur has been waiting for peace
for ayear and this issue must be
prioritised. He stressed the need
to get over with election rhetoric
and focus on problems facing
the nation.

NEW DELHI: The Union govern-
ment has handed over the probe
into recent terrorist attack on a
bus carrying pilgrims in Reasi
district of Jammu and Kashmir
(J&K) to the National Investiga-
tion Agency (NIA), with people
familiar with the development
saying the federal agency will
investigate a larger international
conspiracy as part of a multi-

NIA has already taken over
the probe from the J&K Police
and is coordinating with differ-
ent agencies after registering a
case under the Unlawful Activi-
ties (Prevention) Act (UAPA), the
people added.

Two masked terrorists
opened indiscriminate fire at a
53-seater bus on its way from the
Shiv Khori templein Reasi to the
Mata Vaishno Devi shrine in
Katra, causing it to veer off the
road and fall into a deep gorge
near the Teryath village of the
Poni area on June 9. The bus was
ferrying pilgrims from Uttar Pra-
desh, Rajasthan and Delhi. Nine
peaple, including a local driver
and conductor of the bus, were
killed while 42 received injuries
in the incident.

“NIA will look into a larger
conspiracy in the attack, with its
possible link to three other sub-
sequentattacks last Tuesday and
Wednesday in Kathua and
Doda,” a senior counter-terror-
ism official said, declining to be
named.

The J&K police have
announced a reward of 320 lakh
for information leading to the
terrorists and even released the
sketch of one of the terrorists.

Two terrorists were gunned
down by the security forcesina
fierce gunfight in Kathua that
began on the night of June 11 and
lasted over 15 hours. A CRPF
jawan was also killed in the
operation while a civilian was
injured. A day later, a head con-
stable was injured after terror-
ists opened fire on security per-
sonnel at Kota Top in Gandoh

the fourth terror attack in as
many days in Jammu division.
Meanwhile, the investigators
are not ruling out a change in
pattern of use of well-trained
Pakistani terrorists or even Paki-
stan army regulars in these latest
attacks, in contrast with the use
of local “hybrid” terrorists —
who doubled up as overground
workers and attackers — in 2022,
when large number of labourers
and Kashmiri Pandits were
attacked in the Kashmir Valley.
“More hit-and-run tactics are
being adopted, with clear evi-
dence of highly trained terrorists
being used by Pakistan based
outfits. They hide in the jungles
after the attack or take shelter
with theirlocal contacts,”a sec-
ond official, also requesting ano-
nymity, said.
