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Rahul slams Modi amid NEET
row, vows to be students’ voice

NEW DELHI: Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi hit out at Prime
Minister Narendra Modi on Sun-
day over the NEET-UG medical
entrance row, saying the alleged
“irregularities” in the examina-
tion have devastated more than
24 lakh students even before he
takes oath for a new term in
office.

Gandhi assured students in
the country that he will become
their voice in Parliament and
strongly raise the issues related
to their future.

Amid allegations of inflation
of marks in the NEET-UG medi-
cal entrance exam, the National
Testing Agency (NTA)
announced on Saturday that the
education ministry has set up a
four-member panel to review the
grace marks awarded to more
than 1,500 candidates.

Ina post in Hindi on X, Gan-
dhi said, “Narendra Modi has not
even taken oath yet and the
irregularities in the NEET exam
has devastated more than 24
lakh students and their families.”

Six students from a single exam
centre topped the exam with
maximum marks, while many
got such marks which are tech-
nically not possible, but the gov-
ernment is continuously denying
the possibility of paper leak, the
former Congress chief said.

He said the Congress had
made a robust plan to deal with
this ‘paper leak industry’ run-
ning in connivance with the edu-
cation mafia and the govern-
ment machinery.

“We had pledged in our mani-
festo to give students ‘freedom
from paper leak’ by making a

their futures.

KC Venugopal targeted the BJP
for destroying the future of stu-
dents and urged the Ministry of
Education to conduct an exhaus-
tive inquiry into the NEET-UG

Create arich forest,
where shrubs and trees are able
to host what people call weeds,
plus grasses and creepers, so
you build an ecology in this cli-
mate emergency. Gift yourself
and the world an ecological
niche that is richer than the
sum of your trees.
