AT LEAST a dozen government
officials were arrested over alle-
gations of corruption in Delhi
every year between 2015 and
2022, data accessed by The
Indian Express through RTI
shows.

A significant number of the
accused were posted in depart-
ments with public dealings —
such as the Delhi Jal Board (D]B),
the Municipal Corporation of
Delhi (MCD) and revenue — at
their core.

Despite  challans or
chargesheets filed in courts in
144 instances during the period,
conviction was secured in only
32, or a little over 30%, of the
cases.

In addition to the 101 offi-
cials from over 20 Delhi govern-
ment departments who were
arrested from 2015 to 2022,
three arrests were made by the
Anti-Corruption Branch (ACB)
this year — of two Transport de-
partment personnel and one
from the MCD — taking the to-
tal number of arrests to 104.

Asenior government official
said that these numbers only re-
late to officials who fall under
the jurisdiction of the ACB.
Action against officials posted in
central government depart-
ments or at senior levels of the
civil service like DANICS and IAS
officers in cases of alleged cor-
ruption is taken by central inves-
tigation agencies such as CBIL.

According to the RTI, at 23,
the DJB accounted for the high-
est number of Delhi govern-
ment officials being arrested
during the period, followed by
the revenue department and
MCD — with 18 each.

Excise case a conspiracy to defame AAP,

Farmers claim police manhandling
at wrestlers’ protest site, cops deny

FARMERS FROM the Bhartiya
Kisan Union (BKU) Monday al-
legedly broke through barricades
at Jantar Mantar while joining
the protest against Wrestling
Federation of India (WFI) Chief
Brij Bhushan Sharan Singh. The
Delhi Police released a statement
saying there was no disturbance,
and later deployed workers to fix
the damaged barricades.

BKU members and other
farmer and labour unions joined
wrestlers Vinesh Phogat, Sakshi
Malik and Bajrang Punia Sunday.
They demanded Singh’s immedi-
ate arrest and his removal/sus-

The BJP hit back and said the
AAPwas using a bail order passed
by the lower court and projecting
itasajudgment on the case.

BJP national spokesperson
Gaurav Bhatia said the AAP lead-
ers were holding press confer-
encesto "spread lies” pickingand
choosing parts from the bail or-
der, which was passed on
Saturday.

"Court's bail order is not its
judgement. Yet, all spokespersons
of the AAPare lying and using the
bail border to say that that court
held there was no proof of any

pension from WFl over allegations
of sexual harassmentagainst him.

OnMonday, several purported
videos from the protest site
showed farmers jumping barri-
cades and breaking them.

As allegations of clashes with
police were raised, DCP (New
Delhi) Pranav Tayal said, “A group
of farmers were escorted to Jantar
Mantar.

Some climbed the barricades
which toppled and were removed
by them. A police team kept
the barricades at the back to facil-
itate their entry...” Delhi Police
spokesperson Suman Nalwa also
said there was no clash and that
police were helping protesters
peacefully reach the protest site.

However, farmersalleged they
were stopped by police at Delhi
borders and Jantar Mantar.
Harnek Singh, a Krantikari Kisan
Union member from Fatehgarh,
alleged, “We came from Punjab
and police had stopped us near
Singhuborder... Around 10-11 am,
we were stopped... and were
manhandled and pushed. They
stopped us and said there was
nothing going on and we should
head back. We had no other op-
tionbutto... jump the barricades.”

Khajan Singh, a BKU member
from Patiala, said, “There were
barricades everywhere and we
were very confused. Young boys
then pushed the barricades. We
told the police we need space to
enter. They later allowed us.”
