Sunak is of Indian descent
and is married to Akshata Mur-
thy, the daughter of Infosys
founder NR Narayana Murthy.

Sunak has the backing of 60
MPs, compared with 16 MPs for
Mordaunt. His lead, however, is
slimmer against the wildcard
Johnson, who was ousted from
the premiership in July and left
office September 6. The former
prime minister - who still faces
an inquiry into whether he lied
to Parliament while in office
that could lead to his suspen-
sion as a lawmaker - has
accrued the support of 32 MPs,
Bloomberg said.

‘While Sunak and Johnson
are et to officially declare their
candidacy, experts have picked
the former as the front-runner
and some bookmakers have
made the latter one of the
favourites to win the contest -
reflecting the scale of division
and disarray in the party.

Sunak is favoured by some as
a safe pair of hands to steady
the struggling economy. Mor-
daunt, who came third, is pop-
ular with the party’s grassroots.

said: “At the moment, I'm lean-
ing towards Boris Johnson.” He
noted that Johnson was the
only potential leader with
UK-wide electoral legitimacy,
having won a thumping victory
for the Tories over Labour in
2019.
Some other Tories, however,
were aghast at the prospect of
Johnson’s comeback. Veteran
backbencher Roger Gale
warned that Johnson could
face a wave of resignations
from MPs refusing to serve
under him as leader.

Crispin Blunt MP told the
BBC that Johnson was a “fan-
tastic communicator” but
Sunak was “a much more seri-
ous personality” who could
impart a “serious message” to
the country.

“Iback Rishi Sunak to be our
next PM. He has the plan and

the Conservatives by bringing
the best talent into government
to deliver for the British peo-
ple,” tweeted former Cabinet
minister Dominic Raab, among
the first of nearly 50 MPs to
openly declare support for
Sunak.

Announcing her candidacy,
Mordaunt said she was run-
ning for “a fresh start, a united
party and leadership in the
national interest”.

The governing Conservative
Party has ordered a lightning-
fast race that aims to have a
new PM in place within a week
at a time when Britain can ill
afford uncertainty at the top.
Millions are struggling to make
ends meet as the cost of grocer-
ies, fuel and other basics soars
and record inflation pushes up
mortgage rates. Rolling strikes
have revealed the scale of dis-
content. And a recession is
looming.
