KOLKATA: At least nine people
were killed and around 20
injured when part of an under-
construction five-storey building
collapsed on an adjacent slum
around 12.10am on Monday in
the Garden Reach area of Kolk-
ata.

Most of the victims died in
hospital hours after they were
rescued from under the debris.

Chief minister Mamata Baner-
jee visited Garden Reach on
Monday morning and met the
injured at SSKM hospital in
Bhowanipore.

The construction was illegal,
Banerjee said, amid claims by
local residents that a pond was
filled up to start the construction
around a year ago.

“1 offer my condolences to the
affected families. I was told by
the mayor that the building was
built illegally. The administra-
tion will take appropriate action
against those who are responsi-
ble. The government stands by

the affected families,” Banerjee
said at Garden Reach.

The government announced a
compensation of ¥5 lakh each
for the families of the diseased
and 21 lakh each for the injured,
city mayor and urban develop-
ment minister Firhad Hakim
said. Among the deceased, two
women were identified as
Hasina Begum, 55, and Shama
Begum, 44. Among the men who

died, five were aged between 18
and 35.

Muhammad Wasim, the man
who allegedly built the building,
was arrested on the charges of
criminal negligence, murder and
attempt to murder on Monday
afternoon, police said.

With Lok Sabha elections
around the corner, the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP), Congress and
Communist Party of India

(Marxist), or CPI(M), targeted
the Trinamool Congress (TMC)
government, saying illegal con-
struction is rampant in Kolkata
because of corruption.

“Real estate promoters pay
bribe at square feet rate to TMC
leaders,” BJP state president
Sukanta Majumdar said. "What
more can you expect in such a
scenario?” TMC national general
secretary Abhishek Banerjee
refuted the charges saying BJP is
politicising a tragedy. "Let us
express our sympathy for the
victims instead of politicising the
issue. Politics can wait,” he said.

The slum dwellers alleged
before the media that the build-
ing was being constructed ille-
gally because KMC rules do not
allow five-storey structures on
narrow lanes. The lane leading
to the construction site is 3ft
wide, they alleged and pointed at
several similar buildings in the
neighbourhood.

“The road in front of a five-
storey building must be at least
20ft wide according to rules,” a

KMC official said on condition of

anonymity, adding that the
builder had been denied permis-
sion to construct the building.

Admitting that the construc-
tion was carried out beyond the
limits set by plans that are sanc-
tioned, the mayor alleged that
such practices started during the
erstwhile Left Front era. “The
building did not have a sanc-
tioned plan. You cannot have
such a tall building in front of a
narrow lane. These practices
started during the Left Front rule
when people had to run from pil-
lar to post to get a building plan
sanctioned,” Hakim told the
media. CPI(M) state secretary
Md Selim, who also visited the
spot, refuted the charges. “The
mayor is trying to cover up mas-
sive corruption,” he said.

NEW DELHI: Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi on Monday congrat-
ulated President Vladimir Putin
on his victory in Russia’s presi-
dential election, saying he
looked forward to further
strengthen the special relation-
ship between the two sides.

Putin won the election by an
overwhelming majority, though
the result was a foregone conclu-
sion. He won 87.3% of the vote
following a record turnout of
77.5%, Russia’s Central Election
Commission said on Monday.

“Warm congratulations to
H.E. Mr. Vladimir Putin on his
re-election as the President of
the Russian Federation,” Modi
saidina post on X.

He is
now expected to remain in office
until at least 2030, making him
Russia’s longest-serving leader
since Soviet dictator Joseph Sta-
lin.

Ukhand body seeks ouster of

PITHORAGARH/DEHRADUN: A
traders’ body in an Uttarakhand
town has called for the ouster of
shopkeepers, mostly Muslims,
belonging from other states,
prompting the district adminis-
tration to assure full protection
to the store owners and step up
vigilance in the area.

The primary reason for the
call to oust shopkeepers from
other states in Dharchula town
in Pithoragarh district, accord-
ing to the traders’ body, was an
alleged bid by a couple of men
from Uttar Pradesh’s Bareilly
district to abduct two local girls
and marry them in February.
The girls were rescued and the
men were arrested later.

“The district administration
is giving the traders (from other
states) full security,” Dharchula
sub-divisional magistrate (SDM)

Manjit Singh said.

According to Singh, Dhar-
chula Vyapar Sangh has can-
celled the membership of 91
traders, mostly Muslims, and its
members have stopped them
from opening their shops over
the past three days, he said.

Dharchula Vyapar Sangh sec-
retary Mahesh Garbiyal alleged
the step was taken after several
traders from outside were
found to be involved in certain
criminal activities.

“Traders from other states
were found involved in criminal
activities, which will not be tol-
erated in this sensitive and

peaceful border town. Shop-
keepers whose membership has
been cancelled are both from
the majority and minority com-
munity,” he said.

A Muslim shopkeeper, on
condition of anonymity said he
has been running his shop in
Dharchula town for the last 20
years.

“There is some confusion
these days, with other shop-
keepers here, which will be
cleared soon. We have been liv-
ing together here and we will
continue to do so.”

Another shopkeeper, from
the Hindu community, said
some antisocial elements were
trying to disrupt peace in the
town.

“Action should be taken
against such elements, not us.
We are unnecessarily being
dragged into all this,” the shop-
keeper said, while not wishing
to be named.

in VVIP chopper case

NEW DELHI: The Enforcement
Directorate (ED) has attached
properties worth ¥16.57 crore
belonging to managing director
of realty major MGF, Shravan
Gupta, in connection with the
33,727 crore VVIP chopper case,
the federal agency said on Mon-
day.

In a statement, ED said Gupta,
who fled the country in Novem-
ber 2019, received “proceeds of
crime from a shell company
based out of Mauritius which
had received the kickbacks in the
defence deal from Agusta Spa,
[taly”.

"ED has provisionally
attached immovable properties
worth R16.57 crore belonging to
Shravan Gupta, an accused in
the AgustaWestland VVIP chop-
per scam case, The properties
attached are in the form of land/
farmhouse (s) located in a posh
area of Delhi. ED had earlier
attached properties amounting
to ¥4.05 crore belonging to
Gupta and his wife in 2022, the
statement said.

“Presently, extradition pro-

ceedings against Gupta are
underway as he fled the country
in November 2019," it added.
Gupta reportedly runs MGF
from Dubai.

ED is probing the VVIP chop-
per case, which took place dur-
ing the UPA regime, based on a
parallel corruption inquiry by
the Central Bureau of Investiga-
tion (CBI) that has alleged irreg-
ularities in the purchase of 12
VVIP choppers from AgustaWes-
tland in February 2010.

ED registered its case in 2014
and filed a charge sheet against
Gupta in February 2022.

On the federal agency’s latest
move, a spokesperson for Gupta
said: “We wish to say that the
matter is sub-judice. Mr Gupta
has no involvement in the said
case. This attachment is also ille-
gal and the same will be chal-
lenged in the appropriate court.”

BHAJAN DURING
AZAAN, 3 HELD

BENGALURU: The Bengaluru
Police have arrested three people
for allegedly assaulting a shop-
keeper for playing a Hindu devo-
tional song “at a high volume” at
the time of azaan (the Islamic
call for prayer), officers aware of
the matter said on Monday.

According to the complainant
Mukesh Kumar, he was playing
a bhajan at his mobile shop in
Nagarathpet when a group of
men asked him to lower the vol-
ume, citing disturbance at a
nearby mosque. “At around
6:15pm, I'was playing a bhajan in
my shop when four-five people
came and threatened me to
lower the volume, saying thatit
was time for azaan. I told them
there was still some time left [for
azaan]. One of them then grab-
bed my neck, and they all beat
me together,” he said.

Police said three men — Sule-
man, Shahnawaz, and Rohit,
were arrested. “An FIR was reg-
istered under Sections 506
(criminal intimidation), 504
(intentional insult with intent to
provoke breach of the peace),
307 (attempt to murder) and 323
(voluntarily causing hurt) of
Indian Penal Code,” Halasuru
gate inspector Hanumath Bha-
jantri said.
