15-yr-old white tiger
dies at Delhi zoo

New Delhi: A 15-year-old
white tiger has died at the
Delhi zoo due to old age-re-
lated issues, officials said
on Thursday Tiger Vijay,
who was born at the zoo, di-
edon Wednesday Hedidnot
have any health problems,
anofficial said.

The zoo has two pairs of
white tigers and four Bengal
tigers—one male and three
females—left. Normally, a
white tiger has a lifespan of
12 to 14 years in the wild.

In March, it was repor-
ted that the zoo had lost se-
ven lions and tigers in two-
and-a-half vears. At least
four of them died due to
kidney dysfunction.

Among other recent de-
aths, six-vear-old white tig-
ress Nirbhaya suffered

‘acute cardiac failure’ on
December 14, 2020, leading
to its death soon after gi-
ving birth to two cubs. Whi-

K Kaul, Indira Banerjee,
Sanjiv Khanna, S Ravindra
Bhat, and Hima Kohli —all
former judges of Delhi

High Court — and the jud-
ges of the high court along
with Bar members. “I
hope some more from Delhi
will join SC shortly” the
CJl said.

Justice Ramana said
that during his “days of
turmoil” a couple of years
ago, every member of the
Bar, particularly Delhi, sto-
od by him and passed reso-
lutions to support him,
and they were his “real
well-wishers”.

He stated that his tenu-
re as the Delhi High Court

chief justice was his
“launch pad” for becoming
asuccessful CJI.
